aKDPhi Presentation

· Introduction
· Short video to give a general overview of the organization.
· Introduction of presenters, including founding members of aKDPhi. 
· Brief history on aKDPhi
· Idea began in Fall 1989, because the founding members saw that the Berkeley Panhellenic chapters did not reflect the demographic on campus. 
· In February 1990, aKDPhi became the first associate chapter of Panhellenic.
· Now at 48 chapters in 2 countries.
· Three main points:

· 1) aKDPhi will contribute to the diversity of the Greek community and University here.

· 2) aKDPhi’s self governance model has evolved and will ensure the success of this chapter if re-colonized.

· 3) aDKPhi has been and continues to be a positive influence in the lives of its members and communities in which it resides, providing memorable experiences, lifelong friendships, alumnae connections. 

· Question and answer:

· 1) Why present to Panhellenic first? What reasons do you see that you are a better fit for PHC than MCGC? 

· “Cultural and size fit” – when previously on campus, aKDPhi had a chapter of 40-50 members. 

· 2) How would your recruitment process work?

· It would be standardized. Everything must be approved by an expansion team.

· National Board would have to decide the specifics of how the recruitment process would work. 

· 3) Would this take place alongside Panhellenic Recruitment? 

· Typically in the past, it took place at the same time, running alongside Panhellenic Recruitment but not participating in FFR. 

· 4) How would you publicize your recruitment? 

· Selecting a professional, selective first rechartering group. Members of the national organization would have a table, booth displays, etc. 

· 5) Do you cater to the interests of Asian American women specifically through membership, or are there aspects of your organization meant to cater to those interests also? Such as, curriculum.

· No period of the curriculum does so. Certain times of the year they do focus on “awareness.” 

· Thinking about Asian-American cultural aspects so that sisters can learn about different Asian cultures from sisters. 

· “We have members from all walks of life.”

· 6) How would you plan to deal with the existing Asian-interest groups on campus? We have many other Asian-interest sororities on campus.

· It’s all about fit, and where you fit in.

· 7) What could you bring to Panhellenic, and how do you feel that you could bring more to Panhellenic than to another council such as MCGC?

· Large organizational network. 

· National alumni association, recently granted non-profit status.

· 8) When you left the Berkeley campus, was there a change in campus culture or lack of interest? And why do you want to come back now?

· The reason why we left the UC Berkeley campus is because we were kicked off. The organization was young at the time, and didn’t have a national backing. Now they do. We didn’t choose to leave. 

· 9) Previously you were housed. Is that something that you are expecting to happen in the future? How would you go about doing so in our scarce-housing availability? 

· It’s going to take a long time for us. It would be a good amount of time before we are housed.

· 10) You mentioned that there was a chapter at Stanford and UC Santa Cruz. Are there others close by?

· There is a whole Northwest regional network. 

· 11) Are your other chapters typically associated with Panhellenic Councils at other Universities? 

· It varies by campus.

· 12) Would MCGC be an option for you? Or is Panhellenic an end all, be all?

· “We haven’t looked into any other options other than Panhellenic.”

· 13) Do you have examples of programming you would do if you were to re-colonize on campus?

· Different types of service events, cultural events, different types of socials.

· We’ve had a lot of interactions with different organizations on campus, both in IFC, PHC, and other organizations and even other Asian-interest sororities.
